 Amalfi Coast Tour  
Our English-speaking driver will pick you up  this morning for your full day excursion along the breathtaking Amalfi Coastline.   

You will make stops in three of the delightful towns nestled in its bays: Positano an elegant and colorful town with a history of 
attracting celebrities and artists; Amalfi, a picturesque seaside resort that is also the largest town on the coast; and Ravello, the 
highest town on the coast where the photo opportunities are unmatchable.  
The road winds along the coastline, past numerous jewel-like fishing villages nestled into the green hillsides that rise sharply from 
the crystalline water of the Tyrrhenian Sea. Positano was once a small fishing village until it was “discovered” and can now rightfully 
be called one of the most picturesque towns on the Campania coast.  
It’s Old-World charms are evident; square, white Moorish-style houses set in luxurious gardens, descend in steep steps down the 
mountain side to the bay where, off-shore, lie the Galli Islands, legendary home of sirens who lured sailors to their doom.  
Amalfi is a picturesque seaside resort that has the most vibrant, typical Italian atmosphere, an ideal climate, breath taking views 
and unique natural beauties. From Amalfi a winding road ascends seven kilometres up the "Dragon's Valley" to the hill town of 
Ravello. Located on the small escarpment of Monte Lattari, it is set amidst vast semi-tropical gardens and overlooks, from 350 
metres, the coast south towards the Gulf of Salerno, and the town of Amalfi directly below.  
The driver will return you to your hotel at the end of the day.

Arrived to Pompei you will enjoy a private half day guided excursion , to the famous archaeological sites of Pompei. Pompei holds an intense 
fascination for visitors today. Following the eruption of the volcano Mount Vesuvius in the year 79 A.D., Pompei lay buried and forgotten for 
hundreds of years. The town is high on the list of the Wonders of the World and the excavations begun in the 18th Century are still being carried 
out today. Our guide will take you slowly through some of the ancient streets of Pompei where you can see Baths, Forums and Villas built by the 
prosperous Romans in the year 80 B.C. Marvel at the fabulously preserved Frescos which adorned the walls and floors of the Villas. On the return 
way you can take the opportunity to see Herculaneum; the town was submerged under a torrent of mud and lava that hardened into a soft tufa (a 
kind of course rock) that preserved many of the wooden parts of houses and household objects which can be seen today. A large part of the town 
is still buried, and certainly many art treasures are still to be found. Continuing the excursion for an independent visit of Ercolano . Return to 
Sorrento  in the late  afternoon.

 The Caserta Palace : the Naples Versailles

You cannot miss the Caserta Palace ..so with your driver you will take the half day excursion to discover this jewel. Caserta 
is known as the “Versailles of Naples” because of the Royal Palace built here by the Bourbon King, (Charles III ) in the 
18th Century. The enchanting palace overlooking the huge square is one of the most sumptuous buildings of its kind in 
Italy. It has over 1.200 rooms and is full of chandeliers, richly gilded frescoes, tapestries and history. In 1945 it was the 
headquarters of the Supreme Command of the Allied Forces in the Mediterranean. The extraordinary gardens are 3 km 
long and their crowning glory is the great cascade, a 75 metres high waterfall which can be clearly seen from the palace.
